No one knew that Jessica would be 

as successful and dynamic as she is 

today when she was two years old 

and started to receive services at 

JWPOSD. She had just been       

diagnosed with Dilated Vestibular     

Aqueducts, wore bilateral hearing 

aids and was a spitfire!  But with 

hard work, dedicated parents and 

talented therapists, Jessica was able 

to mainstream in second grade and 

has been on the fast track ever 

since. Today, Jessica is a charming 

24 year old who lives in San Fran-

cisco, attends Golden Gate Univer-

sity School of Law and will gradu-

ate with a Doctor of Jurisprudence   

degree in May, 2011. After taking 

the CA Bar Exam in July, Jessica 

hopes to find employment in a 

criminal law related position and, 

eventually, become a trial lawyer. 

Jessica says that a turning point in 

her life was receiving a cochlear 

implant at 11 years old. 

She reports that her world changed 

overnight as she was able to hear 

things she had never heard before.  

Jessica developed a true love of  

music which she merits with chang-

ing her entire auditory experiences 

in life. Because she could hear    

accents and subtle differences in    

languages, Jessica was also able to 

learn both Spanish and French.   

Finally, Jessica feels that her im-

plant allowed her to process and 

retain information extremely fastða 

skill that has been invaluable in law 

school! 

Jessica is very appreciative of the 

help that she received over the years 

from JWPOSD and credits much of 

her success to Leahea Grammatico 

(the original founder of JWPOSD) 

and the services she received there.  

ñWithout Leaheaôs help and her 

dedication and passion to see me 

live a better lifeéI wouldnôt be 

where I am today. I owe most of my 

success to her.ò   Of the teachers 

and therapists who have worked 

with Jessica over the years, she says 

ñThey taught me how to be a fully        

functional and successful deaf 

woman, and I would not be where I 

am today (not even close) without 

JWPOSD and all they did for me.ò  

Of course, Jessica is unabashedly 

thankful for the support of her     

parents (Ellen and Stuart Bair) who 

ñwere equally as influential and 

supportive in encouraging me to 

thrive and to succeed in the       

mainstream environment throughout 

my life, and they made sure I

Jessicaôs advice to parents today is 

to be patient, supportive, reassuring 

and to ñmonitor young children 

very closely by actively practicing 

communication with them.ò She is 

also a strong proponent of participa-

tion in early mainstream activities 

allowing children to ñexpand their 

opportunitieséso that they have the 

option to thrive in the world.ò     

Jessica is grateful ñthat my parents 

never gave me preferential treat-

mentéthey encouraged me to    

explore the world and to learn 

boundaries on my own.ò 

Today, Jessica knows no bounds 

and she is an impressive young 

woman. In addition to studying for 

the Bar Exam, Jessica finds time for 

running, swimming, yoga, music, 

hanging out with friends, going to 

concerts, drawing, trying new foods 

and sleeping!!!

What are the Ling Sounds?    

The Ling 6-sound test is a simple 

way for you to check your childôs 

hearing.  The sounds are  /a/ as in 

box, /u/ as in boot, /i/ as in beet, /sh/ 

as in shoe,  /s/ as in Sue and /m/ as in 

moo.  And some have added a 7th 

sound /h/ as in who.  These speech 

sounds cover the frequency range 

(low to high pitch) that is important 

to hear and understand speech.  

If you have a very young child, not 

imitating sounds yet, we are just 

looking for detection (awareness of 

the sound).  It is important to know if 

they can hear all of these sounds 

when listening only (can not see your 

face).  Also see if they can detect 

these sounds when you use a very 

soft voice. It is important to note 

which sounds they can hear and 

which ones are more difficult, or if 

you have to use a louder voice.  Can 

they hear these sounds using one ear 

at a time (opposite hearing device 

turned off). 

If your child is a little bit older, can    

they imitate these sounds, using 

auditory cues alone?  Be sure that 

you mix these sounds up, so that 

they do not know the order you are 

going to present them in.  Our kids 

are pretty smart, so you have to be 

tricky.  Again we want to know, 

how soft can they hear these, how 

far away can you stand, can they 

hear them with their RIGHT ear 

only, then their LEFT ear only. It is 

important to note which ones are 

easy for them, and which are more 

difficult.  Are they confusing two 

sounds?  If you know how well 

your child can do this task, it then 

becomes a good way to determine 

if they are hearing well.  We use 

this task to help determine if a 

child is experiencing a change in 

hearing, or if maybe a hearing    

device is not functioning well. 

A good time to use the Ling 6-

sound test, is first thing in the 

morning, when you are putting 

their hearing devices (hearing aids 

or cochlear implants) on.  If your 

morning is too busy, then maybe at 

night when you are taking their 

hearing devices off. 

If you have any questions about the 

Ling 6-sounds, please let me know.  

I would be happy to review these 

with you personally. Your teachers 

and your therapists know what 

your kids hear, but do you really 

know.  Unfortunately they cannot 

follow your kids to college!
